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Group Profile – This is where you can Allow or Block categories.  
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I’ll go over a couple of things here. Under the Available Filter Levels, each Group will default to Rule 0 

Minimum Filtering Level. On the right side you can see the Minimum Filter level categories that are 

blocked by default. 1. Child Pornography, 2. Pornography/Adult Content, 3. Web Based Proxies and 

Anonymizers and 4. globalblock are recommended by 8e6 and the OME-RESA staff. The first three are 

obvious and the globalblock has been deemed by the filter staff to be an inappropriate local radio 

station show and a former school district of the consortium. 

If you have any questions or concerns about the minimum filtering level please call or email the filter 

staff.

Keep in mind that if you block the category such as web email, that all web-based email outside the 

OME-RESA network will be blocked.  This includes any personal email that end users may use from home 

and want to check at work. 

Once you make a change to this Profile, the Available Filter Level will automatically change to Custom 

Profile. This just means that you have altered the default setting of   Rule 0. 

To block a category, simply look for the category from the list and double-click the red (Block) column 

across from the folder and this will place the check-mark in that column.

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In this example, let’s block the entire “Illegal/Questionable” category: 

 

Here, I have double-clicked the red (Block) column across from the Illegal/Questionable category, 

creating the check-mark to move from Pass to Block. 

You must click “Apply” at the bottom of the screen before this action will take effect: 
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Are you sure? Click “YES” 

YOU MUST SEE THIS SUCCESS MESSAGE OR THE ACTION WAS NOT SUCCESSFUL! 

 

Of course, your group name will be different than the one displayed. This is an example. 

If you DO NOT get a “successful” message, log completely OUT of the filter and log back in. Try blocking 

the category again. If, after the 2nd attempt to block or make a change to the filter you are still not 

getting a “successful” message, call the OME-RESA staff or create a helpdesk ticket.                                                                                                                                                            
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Exception URL – here you can add or block URL addresses that can be specifically blocked or added 

when you do not want to block or add an entire category. 

 

For example: A district may want to keep ALL web email blocked except for Yahoo webmail. Under the 

category Internet Communication , you can block all the Web Based Email.  As shown here: 

 

 

Click on Apply to update your profile in the server. 
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Return to the drop down menu, and choose Exception URL. 

 

In the “By-Pass URL” window, type in   *.yahoo.com as shown here: 
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Click on Add, and Apply to update your profile in the server. 

This works in reverse also. You may want to allow all sites that are included in the category Social 

Opinion, except for (this is an example) http://allaboutheoccult.org. 

Under the category Society/Lifestyles you would place a check mark in the “Allow” column, then going 

back to the Exception URL menu, and in the “Block URL” area you would type: 

*.allabouttheoccult.org 

Click on Add, and Apply to update your profile in the server. 

Note: This site was used as a reference only. There are many, many more sites in cyberspace that 

pertain to Satanic worship and the occult. Choose to “Allow” your categories wisely.
